Locker Room Behavior 

• If you are 14 and over, you are allowed to use the family friendly areas of the adult locker room;  if 
you are 13 and under, you  must use the youth locker room 

• Use inside voices while in any of the locker rooms 
• All towels must be put in the towel bins and all trash must be thrown away 
• Lockers and locker rooms must be left the way you found them - CLEAN! 
• You are not allowed in the hot tub, steam room or sauna unless you are 14 and youth certified 

 
Deck Behavior 

• Pull buoys and kick boards need to be put back in the metal bins after your practice 
• All towels need to be put in the used towel bins 
• Water bottles need to be taken with you when you get out of the pool 
• If you have hair ties or bobby pins, you must pick them up off the deck when you get out of the 

water 
• All mesh bags need to be put back in the storage room 

 
Storage Room 

• Your bags need to be hung neatly on the hooks under your group name (National, Gold, etc.) 
• The gray mats need to be stacked on the shelves and the red mats need to be placed on the 

designated hooks 
• The stretch cords need to be placed back on the appropriate hooks 

 
Parking/Picking up and dropping off 

Parents, remember that the drop off/pick up area is not for parking.  Please pull into a parking 
space close by and when you see your swimmer exit the building, pull into the circle pick up area. 

 
These policies are for all swimmers using the GATC pools.  If any Tiger Shark is observed breaking the 
policy for the locker rooms, locker room privileges will be lost for 2 weeks.  If you are caught breaking the 
storage room policy, you will not be able to place your gear bag in the storage room.  These policies 
have been put in place for the benefit of everyone – please choose to abide by them.
